Art. 1
Introduction

Alexandre Allison Astier died on 20 May 2021. With a degree in Electrical and Electronic
Engineering obtained with honoes from the Sapienza University of Rome and a Master's
in Management from the London Business School, he was passionately dedicated to Real
Estate throughout his professional career.

His preparation and dedication to work have made him an esteemed and professional in
this sector, ready to combine the theoretical aspects of his studies with the ever-changing
needs of the market. He believed in young people, motivated and guided them even with
experiences outside the working world trying to bring out the skills and qualities of each
of them.

In his memory this degree award was born, which honours his memory and motivate a
young and future professional in our sector.
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Art. 2
Description of the degree award and recipients

The degree award of €5,000 gross and inclusive of all taxes and fees borne by the
Politecnico di Milano, will be awarded for the best thesis covering topics connected to the
real estate sector.

The contents of the thesis may cover:
- alternative financial instruments for urban transformation and regeneration operations
- evolution of real estate asset classes
- application and impact of environmental, social and economic sustainability principles
at urban and real estate level.
- Application of Al in the Real Estate sector
Students who have obtained the following Laurea Magistrale (equivalent to Master of
Science) qualifications from Politecnico di Milano are eligible to participate:

e in Management of Built Environment

e from July 2023 to May 2024

¢ with a graduation score of not less than 105/110

Art. 3
Participation procedures

Applicants must submit the application wusing the online Services at
http://www.polimi.it/servizionline (Agevolazioni e Convenzioni > Borse di studio,
premi di laurea, esoneri, bandi generici [Subsidies and Conventions > Scholarships,
degree awards, exonerations, generic calls) by 12pm (Italian time) on 17 May 2024.

Applicants must attach:
-their degree dissertation in PDF format, with a maximum file size of
10MB
-a thesis presentation highlighting its main features and why it deserves
the award (maximum four A4 pages in Italian or English) in pdf format
maximum 5 MB

The file must be named using the following format: Surname-Name-Type of
document.pdf (for example, Rossi-Carlo-Thesis.pdf)

Completion of the online application is equivalent to submitting an application for
participation in this call for applications, and implies acceptance of its contents.

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It is the applicant's responsibility to check that the procedure has been completed
correctly.

After having completed and submitted the application, the applicant may print a receipt
and the application may no longer be altered. The applicant may delete the application
and submit a new one before the deadline set out in this call for applications.

Failure to complete and submit the application, submitting an incomplete application or
inadequate documents will result in the applicant being excluded from the assessment
procedure.

Each co-author for a thesis with multiple participants who intends to
compete for the award must present their application for participation
individually.

In this case, authors must submit the identical documentation.

By submitting the application, the applicant consents to the material submitted or
part of it being disseminated in respect of copyright.

Art. 4
Selection Committee

Granting the degree award uses a ranking drawn up by a Selection Committee appointed
by managerial decree following the deadline of the call for applications.

the Committee will formulate the ranking based on the attachments uploaded using the
procedure, their relevance to the themes set out in Article 1 considering the applicant's
career during the Laurea Magistrale (equivalent to Master of Science).

Provided that the requirements set out in Art. 1 of the call for applications, if there is a tie,
it may divide the award among several applicants.

The Selection Committee may not give the award if none of the applicants are deemed
suitable.

The winner may be invited to a meet-and-greet with the donor.

The winner of “Alexandre Allison Astier” award will have the opportunity to undertake an
intership training course at Cbre Spa

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Art. 5
General rules

Award combinations: the degree award cannot be combined with other Politecnico di
Milano awards received for the same thesis.

Payment: awarding will be communicated to the winner via their official university
email address. Within 7 days of the communication, the winner must return the relevant
forms attached to the award notification, signed for acceptance.

The award will be paid in a lump sum by Politecnico di Milano.

Withdrawal: if the winner withdraws or fails to return the necessary forms by the set
deadline, the prize will be awarded to the next highest applicant in the ranking.
Taxation: payments awarded are subject to taxation, under applicable scholarship rules.
The degree award is treated as employment income, and is subject to the same taxation.
The taxes paid by Politecnico di Milano correspond to the IRAP rate of 8.5% of the total
degree award.
